Mercury is believed to be too close to the Sun to support 
life, its distance varying between 28 million and 43 million — 
miles.

Orthodox archaeologists who cannot accept Lemuria and ~

In his erudite work The Rise and Fall of Maya Civilization, i 
J. Eric Thompson, the distinguished archaeologist, admits, f 
‘The whole problem of early man in America is extremely : 
complex and is still far from solved’—a conclusion which all — 
the experts ruefully support! Mr Thompson concludes: ‘No . 
specialist in the field supposes that America was populated by 3 
immigrants from across the Atlantic or from across the : 
Pacific, although the possibility of late influences having — 
teached the New World from Polynesia cannot be ruled out. : 
(It is even less likely that any time voyagers from Peru or _ 
elsewhere in Latin America sailed to Polynesia. )°162 

Such dogmatic assertions completely ignore the researches ; 
of James Churchward and Ignatius Donnelly and flout the ~ 
famous Kon-Tiki expedition of Thor Heyerdahl, who in 1947 
drifted on a balsa raft from Peru to Raroia, proving that 
Amerindians migrated to Polynesia, a thesis expounded m 
Heyerdahl’s masterly work Amerindians in the Pacific.182 His 
theory seems equally valid in reverse. Polynesians could have ~ 
landed in America. Today Sir Francis Chichester, Sir Allan 
Rose and other yachtsmen have circumnavigated the world : 
in small boats. It is logical to assume that mariners from 
Egypt, Babylon and China would sail the Pacific to the Lands 
in the West. The earliest Guatemalan manuscript The Annals — 
of Cakchiquele, compiled by the nobles of Totonicapan in —

by M 3 crossing from Siberj 
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to Alaska and eventually wandering thousands of miles down 

to Patagonia; adventurous immigrants would probably land s 

all along the Atlantic and Pacific coasts, then move inland, as 

happened again after Columbus. 

Since no remains of anthropoid apes or primitive ape-like 

men have been found in America, anthropologists who sup- 

port Darwin’s Theory believe that the continent therefore had 

no indigenous inhabitants. With equal validity it could be 

argued that as there were no apes in America the first Ameri- 

cans did not descend from monkey-like ancestors but came 

from the stars. With all due respect to Darwin, perhaps no 
men ever descended from monkey-like creatures but from 
colonists from other planets. Admittedly zoglogists do establish 
close similarities between the behaviour of Men and Monkeys. 

Some claim to have much in common with their noblest 
friend, the dog. What does that prove? 
The Hopi Indians,164 east of the Grand Canyon in Colo- 

tado, believe their ancestors emigrated to Earth from Mars - 

and Maldek before the latter planet was destroyed by its evil 
inhabitants. The Navajos and the Zunis venerate blond Sky 
Gods and believe in other worlds from which their tribes 

travelled to Earth. The Hopis are said to resemble the Essenes. 
They practise simple farming and preach a cosmic philosophy 
and seem to have an astonishing affinity with the Old Testa- 
ment Jews. ; 

Dr George Hunt Williamson,1®5 who has made a profound 
study of the Hopi, claimed that during the Miocene Age 
many migrants arrived on Earth from planets around Sirius.

This may account for the special veneration accorded to Sirius - 
by the Egyptians and the Chinese. Southwestern America, 
once part of Lemuria, in far ancient times was known as

The strangers are said to hold midnight ceremonies bearing 
bright lights high in the air, illumining buildings of marble and 
onyx. Long before 1947 when Kenneth Arnold saw his 
famous Flying Saucers near Mt Rainier further north, Pro- 
fessor Edgar L. Larkin, Director of Mt Lowe Observatory in 
Southern California, saw three gold-tinted domes rising above 
the tree-tops near Mt Shasta.

’ taught men agriculture and hunting and showed the girls how 
to make skirts from the inner barks of trees. The Spirit Man if 

_ killed the bear and built a large house with only one door in — 

which he locked all the evil deeds and diseases in the world. — 
For many years people lived in bliss, then a young daughter © 
with eager curiosity opened the door and released all the evils Fi 
to plague mankind. A fascinating tale like Pandora’s Box told “ 
by Indians! The Changer was so angry he created an aerial _ 
demon to swoop down and seize any woman straying fron :

the Indians believed in fairies, hobgoblins, water-spirits, the 

little Folk’, living in other realms and often materializing 

before men.173 The Iroquois of the Eastern Woodlands be- — 
lieved that a Woman fell from the sky pregnant with twins. 
Tsanto was good, Taweskare évil; together they shaped the — 
Earth. This myth agrees with legends from Greece and 

Scandinavia suggesting that Earth was colonized by men from 

the stars. The Arikra on the prairies thought men came from 

a previous world under the Earth, which recalls the tales of 

that great subterranean civilization Agharta, said to be peo- 

pled by survivors from Atlantis. The great sky spirit Mesaru 

sent a flood to destroy the evil Giants on Earth. He created 
men from seeds underground and sent the Corn Mother to 

lead them to the sunlit surface. The Corn Mother, like the 

Greek Goddess Demeter, brought men maize and taught the 

people agriculture. After she had returned to the skies the 

Indians quarrelled, so the Corn Mother descended again with — 

Mesara himself, a wonderful man with beautiful long hair. 

Together the. Celestials taught men about the stars, the Gods 

in the sky, how to live in peace and cure disease. They evoke 

Osiris and Isis, who came from the skies to civilize Egypt. The 
Indians hold maize or Indian corn in particular veneration as 
a special gift from the Great Spirit. The Objibwa-Algonquins 

étled maize ‘Mon-da-min’ or ‘Spirits’ grain’ and told of the 

stalk in full tassel descending from the sky under the guise of 

a handsome youth, This symbolism may represent virility but 

it could be a race-memory for Space-Teachers who are be- 
lieved to have brought wheat to Earth from the planet Venus. 

The poet Henry Wadsworth Longfellow in Oneota, relates

The Chippewas told of Betsune Yeneca, a magic boy from 

the stars. The Osages referred to the Mikake or Star People. 

In the Northern Forests, the Crees believed the Sky Father 

was aided by the Trickster known as Wisagatcak or Mans- 

bozo, who taught men civilization or occasionally behaved 

like a demon, causing wilful destruction. Henry Wadsworth 

Longfellow embellished a cycle of Algonquin legends about 

this fascinating Celestial for his epic. Hiawatha, although the 

real Haio-hwa-tha was a distinguished Mohawk chief who 

sought in the fifteenth century, before the White Man, to 

unite all the tribes in an Indian United States. Longfellow 

portrayed his hero. as an American Prometheus and copied 
the metre of the Finnish Kalevala. The scene of the poem 
‘By the shores of Gitchi Gumee, by the shining Big Sea Water’ 

was set among the Ojibwas on the southern shore of Lake 
Superior.17* Hiawatha, like Quetzalcoatl in Mexico, taught 

agriculture and the arts of peace. He fought and slew a giant 

from the Shining Wigwam of the Manito of Wampum, a 
mighty magician suggesting a Spaceman, and his mission com- 

pleted soared towards the sunset in his magic canoe which 
moved with a melodious sound at the hero’s command. The 
Nogtkaus remember the visit of a God who came long ago in 
a copper canoe, an intriguing parallel with Vainamdinen, 

hero of the Kalevala, who sailed off in a copper boat to a 
celestial land in the skies. Copper was universally regarded as 

a metal with occult properties and associated with the planet — 7 

Venus.

Pawnee tale says he suddenly appeared ‘like a creature from aes 
another planet, shining with a strange radiance, each hair of 

his head luminescent, his garments glowing and his sea-eyes 
flashing with lightning’,175 a description strangely evocative ser: 
of those ‘Angels’ in the Bible and even of Orthon from Venus — 
who met George Adamski. The ancient Pawnee medicine- 
men were great astronomers; they dominated the tribe by — 
prognostications from the planets. Like the Egyptians, Baby- 
lonians and Chinese the Indians held special reverence for 
the North Star, associated with the Gods, probably Spacemen — - 
visiting Earth through the North Polar vents in the Van Allen 
tadiation-belts. To Venus, the Morning Star, the Pawnees 
every four years sacrificed a young maiden stripped naked, 
painted half-red and black. The fair victim tied to a scaffold 
was killed by young warriors with a rain of arrows, then 
people believed her blood blessed the tribe, ensuring propi- 
tious fortune during the next four years.17* This veneration 
for Venus rather than for the Moon is most significant and 
‘suggests some occult link with that lovely planet. The White 
Prophet appeared in many parts of the American continent in» 
an age when travel by conventional means was difficult. He 
‘May symbolize mariners from Minoa, Crete or even the 

‘many Spacemen who landed in America long ago. 
_ The Blackfoot Indians177 tell a beautiful story of a maiden 

called Feather-woman who met by the riverside a fair young 
‘man who said he was the Morning Star and had descended 

from the sky in answer to her prayers. He took a rich yellow 

plume from his hair and asked her to hold it in one hand and _ 

‘a juniper branch in the other. She closed her eyes, and when ~ 

she opened them again she was standing in the Sky Country. 

Eventually the pair had a son, but the girl became so home-_ 

sick that she asked the Spider Man to let her down by a web. 
She returned like a falling star to the lodge of her people. 
Soon the girl longed to return to her husband in the skies, 

but this. was oe and she died of a broken heart. The 
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story in reverse was told by the Ckippewas.17* Algon, a 

hunter, while walking over the prairies discovered a circular 

pathway worn by many feet, although outside the perimeter 

no marks were visible. He hid in the long grass and hearing 

the sound of wondrous music growing louder and louder he 

beheld a white speck slowly expanding into. an osier car in 
which were seated twelve beautiful maidens. They descended - 
into the magic ring and danced round and round with such 
exquisite grace that Algon fell in love with the youngest girl. 
She eluded him and rushed to the car, and all flew whence 
they came. Next day she. returned, they married and had a 
son. The Star Maiden still thought of her own country. One 
day she made a basket of osiers, sang the magic song and 

returned with the child to the skies. Algon’s grief was bitter. 
For years he mourned, spending nearly all his time in the 
magic circle. At last he was overjoyed to see his wife and son 

descend and he willingly agreed to return with them to the 
' Star Country. This story recalls the Hindu legend of the 

Apsara Urvasi, who winged down to marry her earthly lover, - 
Pururavas; also that beautiful damsel from Space who in 
AD 1070 married Edric the Wild17® after he had met her and 
her sisters dancing in a forest inn. Both these brides left their 
husbands and returned to their Celestial home. The same tale 
is told in Tibet and Scandinavia. Why should this romance 
of a Celestial marrying an Earthman be so popular world-- 
wide? Can it be some race-memory of intercourse with Extra- 
terrestrials in ages past? 

The ancient civilizations of North America were probably 

devastated by the cataclysms destroying Lemuria and Atlantis. 

The shattered Eastern seaboard was left forlorn like the West 

coast of Europe. Some legends suggest that the Red Indians 

may be descendants from survivors who had taken refuge in 

caverns deep underground from cosmic-ray bombardment. It 

is difficult to separate fact from fancy. Archaeologists of 

genius have devoted their lives to unearthing Ancient America. 

Even their most brilliant researches cannot resurrect the civili- 
zations which must surely have existed"in the West as in the 

East during the remote past. Whatever the truth, the Atlantic 
was veiled in mystery for many millennia, very few ships — 
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crossed the ocean, on both sides once prosperous ports filled 
with silt sprawled in desolation. Such tremendous events in 
our world’s history must surely have been watched by the 
Spacemen.

You tell us that you come from where the sun rises, the 
things you tell us of this great Lord or King who sent you 
hither to us, we believe and take it for certain that he is our 
natural Lord, especially as you tell us that he has known of 
us for many days. And therefore you may be certain that we 
shall obey you and accept you as Lord in place of this great 
Lord of whom you speak.™ . -

overlording Central America, Like Numa Pompilius of an- 

cient Rome he communed with the Gods and devoted much 

time to religious observance, honoured even by the Spaniards, 
for the Codex Mendoza described him as ‘a learned astrologer, 
a philosopher and skilled in all the arts’. This tragic Hero- 
King, haunted by a destiny he could not avert, was aptly 
named, for ‘Montezuma’ meant ‘sad’ or ‘severe’ man; he was 

grave-and reserved, inspiring sanctity. The messengers an- 
nouncing his election to the throne found their future Mon- — 
arch sweeping the steps of the War God’s Temple. After his 
accession Montezuma suddenly abandoned his former humil- 
ity for ostentation and extravagance, evoking the Roman Em- 

‘perors, and displayed an arrogance which alienated his Allies 
and gravely weakened the empire. At the time of the Con- 
quest he was aged about forty; tall and graceful, dignified — 
like a benign Prince, his features were paler than his copper- 
coloured countrymen; his white cotton cloak and sandals were 
studded with jewels, his head was crowned with plumes 
symbolizing the Emperor’s descent from the Gods, the Space- 

men. For years strange portents alarmed the Aztecs. In 1510 
the lagoon became convulsed without earthquake or storm, 
water flooded the streets of Tenochtitlan, destroying many 
buildings; in 1511 the great Temple of the Sun suddenly 
burned with a fire which could not be put out, arousing 
speculation as to whether those erratic incidents were possibly 
caused by spaceships, for in subsequent years comets were 
seen which could have been uros, Like King Conn of royal 
Tara, Montezuma is said to have patrolled the roof of his 
palace every night, scanning the skies fearful of hostile influ- 
ences from the air—fears well-founded, for the belief in aerial 
demons kidnapping people persists in Mexico to this day. 
Shortly before the Spaniards landed a strange ses shone in 
the East.

_ The superstitious King sought counsels from his Chief :

The much-loved Franciscan friar, Bernadino de Sahag 
_ contemporary with the Conquest, whose great work Historia 
_ Universal de Nueva Espafia waited three hundred years for 
_ publication, was told that in 1519 the Emperor fell into a — 
_ trance; looking into a mirror on a bird’s head he perceived 
‘reeds like men approaching and mounted on deer.’ Monte- : 
zuma had probably consulted the Black Mirror, said to have — 

_ been brought to Central America by ancestors of the Quichés _ 
_ from ancient Egypt, also known to the Hindus, Tibetans and — 
_ Chinese, wherein the Adept could behold past, present and — 
future unfolded before his eyes. Soon messengers ‘arrived 
_ from the coast describing white-skinned, bearded, lougchearanae

_ The most extraordinary wonder of all, sessed by the — 
_ Abbé Clavigero in Storia Antica del Messico (Cesena, 1780), 
‘concerned the resurrection of Montezuma’s sister, Papantzin, — 

he day after her burial, to warn the Monarch of the ap- — 
roaching downfall of the empire. The funeral of the Princess — 

was attended by the Emperor in person; her body was interred — 
in the eat a og vaults, their entrance secured by a stone. | 
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she persuaded her unclé, Nezahualpilli,the Chief Astrologer, - 
to conduct her to the Emperor at once. Montezuma accused 
her of being an evil demon who had taken the likeness of the 
Princess, but she soon convinced him and his noblemen, then 
told the assembled Court an exttaordinary story. At the 
moment of death the Princess had found herself in a valley 
beside a great river of rushing waters. 

By the borders of this I saw a young man clothed in a 
long robe fastened with a diamond, and shining like the Sun, 
his visage bright as a star. On his forehead was a sign in the 
figure of a cross. He had wings, the feathers of which gave 
forth the most wonderful and glowing reflections and colours. 
His eyes were as emeralds and his glance was modest. He was 

fair of beautiful aspect and imposing presence. 

The Apparition took her by the hand and conducted her 
through the valley, where she saw black people building a 
house. 

Turning toward the East for a space, I beheld on the waters 
of the river a vast number of ships manned by a great host 
of men dressed differently from ourselves.

‘notorious gallantry with women, scandalous even in that — 
_licentious age, hastened his departure in 1506 for Cuba, where *. 
he eventually obtained command of the expedition to Mexico. 
‘Incensed at the cavalier conduct of Cortés, the Governor, — 
Velasquez, intended to give command to someone else. Learn- 
ing this, Cortés sailed clandestinely before the orders for his 
_ dismissal could arrive. The young general vaunted the spirit 
of knight-errantry nearly a century before Don Quixote — 
smiled Spain’s chivalry away. Cautious yet daring, generous _ 
but avaricious, immoral though bigoted, Cortés showed great- :

Who was Quetzalcoatl, whose beneficence inspired the 

people of Mexico for hundreds probably thousands of years 

and whose emblem, the feathered serpent, dominated monu- — 

‘ments and temples of Central America? The Italian Abbé — 
* 

Francisco Javier Clavigero described ‘Quetzalcoatl as high- — 

‘priest of Tula, centre of Toltec culture: ‘He was white in 

complexion, tall and corpulent, broad in forehead, with large 

syes, long black hair, thick beard; a man of austere and 

emplary life, clothed in long garments, gentle and prudent. 

ich he taught the Tultecans. 
ys expert in the art of melting metals and polishing — 
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Fray Juan de Torquemada, the sixteenth-century Francis- 

can missionary, described him as fair and ruddy with long 

hair. Like his twenty companions he was dressed in a long ~ 

robe of black linen cut low at the neck with short sleeves, a 

dress worn by natives to this very day. The reign of Quetzal- ~ 

coatl was the Golden Age of Mexico. 

The origin of this Fair God mystified the Aztecs and out- 

raged the Spaniards startled at his close affinity with Christ. 

Today his identity intrigues us more acutely than ever. 

Quetzalcoatl surely symbolizes the landing of Spacemen. Myth 

merges with history, identification of this great Culture Hero 

varies from cosmic grandeur to folk-romance. The truth must — 

be sought from his name Quetzalcoatl, evoking that mellifiu- 

ous language of Atlantis. The ‘Quetzal’ was a rare bird with 

green feathers, ‘Coatl’ a Nahua word for ‘Snake’, a combina- 

tion of the Maya ‘Co’, ‘Serpent’ and Nahua word ‘Atl’ mean- ~ 

ing ‘Water’, signifying ‘Winged Serpent’. The Mayas called 
him ‘Kukulcan’, the Quichés of Guatemala ‘Gucumatz’; as 

‘God of the Air’ he was known to the Aztecs as ‘Ehecatle’ 

and ‘Nanihehecatl’ or ‘Lord of the Four Winds’; his most 

intriguing title ‘Tlauiscalpentecutli, the ‘Lord of Light of 
Dawn’, identified him with Venus. Legends state that Quetzal- 
coatl’s mother was the Virgin, Coatlicue, his father, the Sun, 
resembling the divine birth of all Saviours. One version alleges 

that his mother swallowed an emerald, the green jewel oc- 
cultly associated with the planet Venus. Traditions vaguely 
agree that Quetzalcoatl was a wise king who suddenly ap- 
peared from the East bringing the arts of civilization, law, 

healing, the calendar and writing, also maize to the Nahuas, 

early inhabitants of the Mexican plateau. Like Buddha, he 
taught Men compassion and cosmic wisdom, the message of 
love and peace with a sublime reverence far transcending 

those bloodthirsty rites which degenerate priests were later to 
perpetrate in his name. : 

The Toltec myths state that Quetzalcoatl ruled men in 
wondrous peace and prosperity, like the Golden Age of 
Saturn and those idyllic times mentioned in the Egyptian, 
Indian and Chinese classics. Envious of such ygood fortune 
Tezcatlipoca, God of the Air, worshippéd_by the invading 
Nahuas, plotted his downfall; their rivalry vaguely recalls the 



of Baldur, Tezcatlipoca disguised as a white-haired old man 
induced Quetzalcoatl, temporarily paralysed, to drink a heal- 
ing potion so efficacious that the Hero recovered with suffi- 
cient virility to seduce his own sister, Quetzalpetpatl. In Te-— 
morse at this fall from grace Quetzalcoatl decided he must 

teturn to the Sun; after sad farewell to his sorrowful people ~ 

ning suggestive of the Scandinavian Loki causing the death ; 

he sailed eastwards on a raft of serpents to the fabled land of _ 
Tlapallan, the Country of Bright Colours. It intrigues us to 
‘wonder whether the raft of serpents was a spaceship whose 
forcefield flashing electric discharges could perhaps be sym- 
bolized by serpents. This speculation is enhanced by another — 

legend which tells how the God fiung himself on a funeral 
pyre and from the flames ascended to the planet Venus, 
evoking those translations to the skies of Hercules, Enoch, 
Elijah and Romulus. The Mexican Codex Borgia states that 

‘the Evening Star, Venus or Quetzalcoatl, was represented by 

the Nahuas with the solar disc. Quetzalcoatl was occasionally — ; 

egarded as the Sun God but more often pictured as if 
emerging from the Sun, his dwellingplace. Conventional inter- 
pretation may be wrong. Perhaps the paintings depict a God 
alighting from a Flying Saucer? Fantastic though it seems, 
this suggestion is a more logical concept than the idea that 
Quetzalcoatl came from the Sun itself, admittedly a belief 
‘which some early Christians associated with Christ. Temples — 
to Quetzalcoatl were circular in shape, generally thought to 
signify the ‘yoni’, the feminine sexual orifice honoured in the — 
old fertility-cults. However there is a growing suspicion that 
the ancient stone-circles inspiring religious. architecture actu- 
‘ally represented spaceships. South America, particularly the 
Marcahuasi plateau, abounds with evidence of Spacemen in 
“ancient times; like Osiris, Jehovah, Saturn and Indra, Quet- 
zalcoatl could have manifested in Mexico by spaceship. 

_ Mythologists doubt the reality of Osiris, Indra, Zeus and 
‘Woden, they dismiss these Gods as anthropomorphisms of 
latural forces humanized by the primitive peoples of Antiq- 
ty. Historians generally agree that one or more Culture —

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rulers in Mexico and Peru, like kings in Europe and Asia, — 

deliberately destroyed ancient records _so that their people 

could not learn of the past. Such vandalism obliged the priests 

to preserve their lore in hieroglyphics whose esoteric concepts _ 

were incomprehensible to the uninitiated. The few writings — 

which did-exist were burned by the Spaniards as works of the 

Devil until the Jesuit Fathers, Sahagun, Diaz, Torquemada 

and other scholars sought to preserve the native traditions. 

The identity and date of Quetzalcoatl challenge many distin- 
guished authorities to offer widely divergent theories. Shortly 
after the Conquest, Alva de Ixtlilxochitl,18’ an Aztec chroni- 

cler, compiled notable annais wherein he declared that Quet- 
zalcoatl succeeded the defeated Giants and lived during the 
Third Age, El Sol de Viente (The Sun of the Wind), con- 

temporary with Lemuria, a view. advanced by Dr George 
Hunt Williamson188 and James Churchward.18° The latter 

suggests 32,000 sc. Harold T. Wilkins!®° and Marcel F. 
Homet!®! believe he was an Atlantean ‘Divine Man’ about 
11,000 Bc; Hyatt and Ruth Verrill/®? identify Quetzalcoatl as 
Naram-Sin, who led an expedition from Babylon to South 
America before 2000 Bc. Miss Constance. Irwin!®? considers 

_ the Fair God to have been a Phoenician perhaps 600 Bc. L. — 
Taylor Hansen,!®* after twenty-four years’ research, quotes 
several fascinating Amerindian legends and concludes that 
‘Katezahl’ was an Essene, perhaps a witness of the Crucifixion — 
of Jesus, who sailed to America in a Roman ship, approxi- 
mately the Catholic belief that he was St Thomas. Mexican 
archaeologists!®® reject all these claims and estimate that 
Quetzalcoatl led the Mayas to Yucatan in AD 967. The Mayas 
knew the great White Stranger as ‘Kukulkan’, the Peruvians 
as-‘Viracocha’, the Columbians as ‘Bochicha’, the Quichés as 

‘Gucumats’, the Polynesians as ‘Wakee’. He was known under 
many names by the Indians of North America. : 

The most impressive study of Quetzalcoatl was probably 
made by a university professor writing in German under the 

pseudonym of Pierre Honoré. The Enigma of the Pre- 
Columbian White God was published in French by Plon, Paris, 
in 1962. René Foueré, dedicated editor of “Phénoménes 
Spatiaux, states in the September 1970 issue that this deeply: 
researched work affirms that the legend of the White God in” 
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Fhe Americas had historical foundation from the arrival on 

the American Continent of Cretan mariners about 1500 Bc. 
In Central America the Lemurian colonies flourished for 

thousands of years and preserved the Sun Culture of the

Motherland long after Mu was destroyed. William Niven,19 — 
a mineralogist, discovered evidence in Mexico of a highly — 
Civilized race there tens of thousands of years before the Ice — 
Age. Beneath a buried city over 200,000 years old he found 

traces of a second city, and below that a third city of fan- ’ 
tic age. All three existed before the present high plateau — 

was raised. They were probably destroyed by cataclysms — 
obliterating civilization. Nearby Niven unearthed over 2,600 
stone tablets more than 12,000 years old, whose symbols — 
Churchward interpreted as from Mu, the Motherland. Some 

races in Mexico traced their origin to an Aztlan (Atlantis). — 
_ According to Ixtlilxochitl the Olmecs during the Third Age 
_ came from the East in ships. The many affinities in religion, 
architecture, customs and language suggest intercourse be- 
tween Ancient Mexico and the Mediterranean lands. Lord 

Kingsborough, a wealthy eccentric early last century, squan-— 
dered a considerable fortune endeavouring to prove that 

Mexico was colonized by the Lost Tribes of Israel; he com- 
piled nine volumes of Aztec and Maya codices supporting his — 

_ theories. Unfortunately his enthusiasm outran his means. Un- 
able to pay the cost of publication, he ended his days amid 

_ all the degradation of a debtor’s prison swarming with insects, _ 
_ where he caught typhus and died. 

Most archaeologists limit civilized Man in Mexico to only a 
_ few millennia, and ignore the discoveries of Churchward and 
Niven.

Today few people in Britain care about their noblest Queen, 
Boadicea, and no one positively knows what happened here 
thousands of years ago. These memories of times when the 
skies rained fire and Earth quaked, when cities perished and 
people drowned in floods, haunted the Mexican soul, pro- 
moted astronomy, perverted religion and finally induced sub- 
mission to the Spaniards. Jacques Soustelle, the brilliant eth- 
nologist, believes that our own Fifth Civilization is in some 
respects a degenerate age after those former periods of great- 
ness. As in the Old World so in the New, the traces of Man 
are being found in a past whose remoteness would have — 
astounded those scholars who believed history started with 
Abraham. Dr Juan Aramento has proof that Man in Mexico 
hunted camels and mastodons with implements of flint 
30,000 years ago; from the deepest Pleistocene strata are un- 

_ earthed the bones of horses extinct long before the arrival of 
the Aztecs. Human artifacts have been dated by Carbon-14, 
tests at 8000 Bc.197 Civilization certainly flourished at 1500 Bc. 
The earliest culture of the Olmecs at La Venta, Vera Cruz, 
is dated about 800 Bc, contemporaneous with the Etruscans, 
who had an intriguing affinity with the peoples of ancient 
America. Some archaeologists date the Mayas as recently as ~ 
AD 500, others suggest centuries earlier. When such learned 
experts fail to agree regarding the age of this brilliant civiliza- 
tion it is not surprising that they totally ignore evidence of 

_ Visitors from Space. 
In the National Museum in Mexico City are many Totonac 

or Zapotec figurines wearing headgear resembling a helmet 
with a ring around their neck and a little box on their chest, 
suggesting our familiar conception of Spacemen. These tiny 
models are similar to the Jomon Dogus, the clay figures or 
‘haniwa’ found in prehistoric tombs in Japan which could 
represent little men in space-suits and helmets evoking Oannes 
who taught civilization to Babylon. Near Tres Zapotes in the 
Vera Cruz jungle, partly buried in soil amid giant ferns, were 
found several enormous monolithic heads of black basalt 
and stone altars in deep relief. One great nine-feet head 
weighed sixteen tons; the huge stone block had been trans-

Archaeologists agree that like all the stone and pottery figures 
found in the area these great heads have broad foreheads, 
bold features, wide noses, thick drooping lips and appear 

than sixty miles away, a feat parallel to the transport of — 
those blue Sarsen monoliths from South Wales to Stone- — 
henge. How was the head moved this distance over diffi-

The fashioning of these sublime 

heads proves the sculptors were artists with lofty perception 

and sensibility of soul, anxious to perpetuate in stone these 

Men from the Stars just as the Nahuas and Aztecs erected — : 

great statues to Quetzalcoatl. Some prehistorians believe these 

ancient statues to be representations of the Sun God. Why 

would the people of Mexico portray the Sun God like a 

Spaceman unless they were accustomed to see wondrous be-.

- Mexico City stands on the site of Tenochtitlan, the Aztec 

capital ravaged by Cortés and his gold-hungry Conquistadores, 

The Aztecs believed that long ago their ancestors, the first 

men, emerged from seven caverns at Chicomoztec, north — 

of Mexico, a tradition shared by the Red Indians, Quichés 

and Incas, suggesting refuge underground from cataclysm 

‘or aerial war. Traditions recall that the Aztecs, People of 

‘the Crane, about aD 1160 were directed by their Sun God, 
Huitzilopochtli, to leave their home, Aztl4n, far north of the

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Land, indicated by an island in a lake where they would — 
see an eagle devouring a snake. Six of the tribes bearing 
an image of their God came to the land of Anahuac and 
for decades followed the Spirit of Huitzilopochtli, manifesting — 
as a white eagle. It led them in confusion, like Jehovah lead- 
ing the Children of Israel for forty years in the Wilderness— 
a significant parallel, especially if both the Aztec and Hebrew 

“Gods were Spacemen. The ‘white eagle’ leading the Aztecs © 
may have been a spaceship. Finally about 1325 the descen- 
dants of the original wanderers arrived by the shores of 
Lake Tezcoco, where they saw an egle perched ona cactus, 
its talons clutching a snake. The tribes halted, and the 
priests scanned the heavens awaiting the God’s command. 
Here Huitzilopochtli ordered the Aztecs to build their city 
Tenochtitlan, called Mexico by the Europeans after the 
War God Mexitili, from which the Aztecs would expand to 
a prosperous empire and conquer the Earth.199 These symbols 
of the Sun God, eagle and serpent, evoke the legend of the — 
post-diluvian Babylonian king Etana, associated with an eagle 
and serpent, who flew to the skies. The eagle and serpent 
symbolizing the Sky God and wisdom feature prominently in 
worldwide religions. The long trek of the Aztecs during the 
thirteenth century, led by priests inspired by signs from 
heaven, is strangely similar to those familiar stories of the 
Patriarchs in the Old Testament following the ‘Power and~ 
Glory of the Lord’. It may be significant that today Mexico’s 

_ National emblem is an eagle on a cactus grasping a serpent. 
When Cortés and his forces, not four hundred men, 

marched from Cholula through beautiful savannah, climbed 
the pass by the volcano Popocatepetl, worshipped as a God, 
and descendéd into the pleasant valley of Mexico, they 
marvelled at the wonder of this New World. On 8 November 
1519 the Conquistadores crossed the broad causeway to 
Tenochtitlan. In this ‘most romantic moment in all history’, 
according to Torquemada, they gazed astounded at the 
gtandeur and beauty of this spacious city surpassing the old 
capitals of Europe with all the wonder of Hannibal after 
crossing the bleak Alps looking down on that memorable — 
view of Rome. Tenochtitlan at the time of the conquest was - a busy metropolis with 300,000 inhabitants dwelling in 60,000

Religious 

and cultural affinities with Babylon certainly do suggest 

some commerce with the ancient Middle East. The brilliant 
French scholar Abbé Charles Etienne Brasseur de Bourbourg, 

inked 

in 1864 translated the Mayan Troano-Codex and stated that 
Votan, the great Culture-Hero of Yucatan, visited King 
Solomon at the time of the building of the Temple and 
revealed to him the wonders of the Lands in the West. The 
Bible states that Solomon’s Temple was built by ‘Angels’ 
(Spacemen?). Votan is sometimes identified with the Scandi- 
navian Woden. Extraterrestrials appear to have been active 
on Earth about 1000 Bc. Votan may have been a Spaceman. 
The Mexican Nagal was probably the Chaldean War God 
Nergal. The Aztec civilization greatly resembled the theocracy 
of Egypt. 

- The zero date from which Mayan chronology begins goes 
back to the fourth millennium Bc; one carbon-14 reading for 
pottery is 1500 Bc, another 965 Bc. Generally archaeologists 
date the Mayan Empire from ap 104-987 when the Mexi- 
cans invaded, then its prosperity waned until final extinc- 
tion by the Spanish Conquest. The collapse of the ‘Empire 
of the Snake’ has been attributed to revolt against priestly 
domination, foreign invasion, calamitous hurricanes then ~ 

pestilence. The abandonment of great cities to the jungle 

may have been due to impoverishment of the soil and the 

drying-up of local water-supplies, which forced the inhabi- 

tants to move elsewhere, since for all their genius the Mayas 

lacked a scientific agriculture able to feed their high popula- | | 
tion.

Christian in Guatemala in the seventeenth century, copied in 
Quiché and translated into Spanish by a monk, Ximenes. The © 
Popol Vuh1? describes the Creation of the World and the 
frustrations of the Gods creating Man. The first men were ~ 
made from mud but dissolved in water. Next the Gods — 
created beings from wood, with no souls or intelligence, 
then destroyed them in torrents of resinous rain. A fantastic - 
impostor appeared called Vukub-Cakix, whose giant sons 
challenged the Gods, before being finally destroyed by the 
Heavenly Twins, Hunapu and Ixbalanqué. The Hero-Brothers — 
descended to the underworld and after desperate ordeals de- 
feated the Subterraneans in a game of ball, pok-a-tok, similar . 
to basketball, said to have been invented by the Olmecs, the 
Rubber People. Finally the Gods, from a paste of yellow and 
white maize, created four men, ancestors of the Quichés, 
who possessed superhuman wisdom and could see to the 
uttermost part of the Earth.

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The brilliant realm of the Incas still basks in the Sun, the $s 
vasi green forests of the Amazon shroud the fabulous cities — 

alluring explorers to their death, cyclopean ruins perched ~ 
forlorn from a far-forgotten past crown dizzy crags touching ~ 
the sky, mountain-tracks mark airfields inviting the stars, 
down deep canyons cryptic petroglyphs tell mysteries of lost 
peoples long ago. Golden El Dorado, white Gods, giants, ~ 
dwarfs, warrior-women, humanoids, fearsome creatures of | 
the night, surely the secret of Spacemen lurks in those 
fascinating ancient lands of South America, so haunted to- 

day. 
Near Lake Titicaca in Bolivia stands the immense remains ~ 

of Tiahuanaco, perhaps the oldest city on Earth, certainly ~ 
the world’s loftiest port for its quays and docks now dizzily 
perch high in the Andes about 12,300 feet above sea-level, ~ 
suitable only for spaceships.

Earth has apparently had several moons. In Tertiary times, 3 
date unknown, the predecessor of our present Luna spiralled © 
close to Earth, attracting the world’s waters into a girdle-tide _ 
obliging the population to flee from the flooded coastal plains ES 
and climb higher and higher up the mountains, establishing — 
lofty asylums in ‘Andinia’, Mexico, Abyssinia, Tibet, New 
Guinea and elsewhere. The First Period of culture in the re 
Andinian Asylum was overwhelmed by a flood catastrophe ~ 
caused by a precessional wobble of the Earth’s axis, the old — 
Temple and cyclopean buildings became buried in mud. — 
Survivors of this cataclysm from many races returned to — 
the Andes. By tradition the area became called *Tsahuantin- ~ 
Suyu’, the ‘Common Gathering Place of all Nations’, the ~ 
name later appropriated by the Incas for their golden empire — 
of Peru. For many millennia, sea-level remained about twelve '~ 
thousand feet higher than today, proved by highly elevated — 
shore-lines and fossils of sea-creatures still discernible along — 
hundreds of miles of the Andes. The Tertiary Mooff circled 
Earth at an average distance of only 20,000 miles, its 
gravitational attraction therefore increased the stature of all 

Lge 
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living organisms, producing giant men, animals and plants. — bes 
bh the Andean Altiplano, besides the huge bones of Giants — 
are also found the bones of the toxodon, a feline animal | 
which became extinct in Tertiary times. The human remains 
do not belong to a homogenous people but include American, 
Nordic, Mongoloid and Negro types, suggesting that interna- — 
tional survival teams of scientists, artists and technicians from 
Many countries took refuge here from approaching calamity, — 
just as, if today another world-catastrophe threatened, ex- 

perts from all nations would: assemble on high mountains 
to plan the survival of the human race for the new world. 

The waters of Lake Titicaca are salty; the region now — 
abounds with salt deserts, once the bottom of ancient seas. — 
The Giants in this Second Classical Period basked in a tropical 
Climate, probably that Golden Age extolled in legends world- 
wide. From their sea-port at Tiahuanaco they traded with — 

_ peoples all over the Earth, accounting perhaps for the com- 
mon Old Stone Age culture in many parts of the world.?33 
These ‘Sons of the Sun’, who built grandiose Tiahuanaco, 

Were engineers, mathematicians and astronomers. The dis- 

covery of most ancient lenses implies the use of telescopes, 
their particular veneration - of Venus suggests Visitors from 
that lovely planet. 
The megalithic ruins of Tiahuanaco stand now about 
a miles from Lake Titicaca which, as the ancient 

docks prove, once washed the great walls of the city. All 
the buildings still show impressive grandeur in size and 
conception. The fortress of Akapana, an immense truncated 
pyramid, rears 170 feet in height from a base about 650 by © 
600 feet. The Temple of the Sun, the Kalasasaya, measures 
about 440 by 390 feet, and the Palace of the Sarcophagi 
220 by.180 feet; the ruins of the Tuncu-Punku or Place of 

the Ten Doors form an artificial mound about 50 feet in 
height and 200 feet square. Such cyclopean structures would 

present problems even for our own technicians today; many 

huge stone slabs measure 36 by 7 feet and weigh 200 tons, 

yet the nearest quarries may have been thirty, even ninety 

miles | away. How could these immense monoliths be con- 

2yed such distances over the Andean Sea? Not on native 

a rafts! Did: the Giants ae them by anti-gravity 
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or utilize some aerial transport by spaceship? In 1961 the — 
transport of a 200-ton block in Russia for a statue of Karl 
Marx was found to be barely within the means of modern 
technology. The stones, hard andesite, almost impervious to 
weather erosion, blunt our finest steel tools, but no imple- 
ments are found. How did the builders shape and groove 
those slabs to an accuracy of one fiftieth of an inch? Mortar 
was not used, the walls were solid, yet their foundations 
elastic, apparently resilient to earthquakes. When Pizarro’s 
Conquistadores scaled this dizzy height and entered this City 
of the Dead their superstitions were soon dispelled by the 
sight of monoliths riveted with huge silver bolts, which in ~ 
riotous destruction the looters extracted. Spanish chroniclers - 
stated that some of these bolts of silver weighed three tons. 
Such wonderful architecture eloquently reveals the lofty minds ~

of those Giants who conceived and fashioned Tiahuanaco. ~ 
‘Portrait heads of the great men unearthed there show high ~ 
foreheads, open faces, bold profiles, energetic chins.’284 Power- 

ful personalities still impressive from the solid rock, challeng- 
ing time, like the Sphinx they stare beyond our tiny world 
out to the stars. 

The most fascinating edifice in Tiahuanaco is the ‘Gate- — 
way to the Sun’, entrance to the Sun Temple. Cut out of 
one solid slab of greenish-grey andesite, an igneous rock of

great hardness, the Sun Door stands about 10 feet high by ~ 
12% feet wide and 11% feet thick, weighing about ten tons. 

This massive portal is encrusted with complicated groups 
totalling 1,107 symbols comprising winged figures, heads of : 
humans, condors, pumas and the now extinct toxodons. After 
a life-long study, Dr Arturo Poznanski concluded these 
signs represented a calendar, further analysed by the German — ‘ 
scholar Edward Kiss in 1937. H. S. Bellamy and Percy 
Allen?85 find this calendar in many respects superior to our 
own. It shows the four seasons, solstices and equinoxes but — 
apparently divides the year into ten months of twenty-four 
days plus two months of twenty-five days, making a year ~ 
totalling 290 days each 30.2 hours, which suggests that — 
when the Calendar was devised the Earth was rotating more 
slowly than today; the year was therefore 8,758 hours, ~ 
about the same duration as at present. A decade earlier, in ©

Door signified years not months? Ten Venus-years, each 

twenty-four Venus-days plus two Venus-years each twenty- — 
five Venus-days total 290 Venus-days in a cycle of twelve _ 
-Venus-years. Such agreement with the Calendar at Tiahu- — 
-anaco must surely transcend coincidence. Kazantsev spec- 
ulated that the Tiahuanaco Calendar showed the Venus- -day 
equals 9 Earth-days and 7 hours, a fact soon to be confirmed 
‘when Russian cosmonauts would circumnavigate Venus. How 
could the Venus Calendar have become known in those far 
ancient times? Whence came those legendary White Strangers, 
‘Sons of the Sun, with blue eyes and beards? Reluctant. to 
}draw conclusions, Kazantsev thought many answers might |

_ Tiahuanaco flourished in splendour. Suddenly its glory was 

shattered by volcanic eruptions and floods. Shortly after- 
‘wards the Tertiary Moon crashed down on Earth amid 
titanic storms, cosmic bombardment and earthquakes. Sur- 
‘Vivors in the Andes cowered in a long darkness. When at 
last the Sun reappeared all were shocked to find that the

ded i in Pee mid-air. The aon! had become rare- 
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in Columbia prehistoric elephants like those mammoths in 
‘Siberia perished in the rarefied air and freezing cold. Their ~ 
bones still litter the mountainous Field of the Giants. For 

thousands of years without any Moon, Atlantis flowered in ~ 
_ the Atlantic, and the site of Tiahuanaco was deserted. About 

11,500 Bc, wandering Luna approached the Earth, causing 
disastrous tides, so people congregated again at lofty Tia- 
huanaco to built a second Asylum. But Luna became caught 
in Earth’s gravity before the refuge was ready; the cataclysm 
engulfed Atlanteans, and most Andeans perished leaving their 
descendants to degenerate into the primitive Indians of to- ~ 
day. 

Hoerbiger’s Theory is ridiculed by astronomers and ar- 
chaeologists whose own conclusions are not always inspiring; 
however this cosmic revelation does account for the destruc- 
tion of those great civilizations of the antediluvian world and 
for the extraordinary elevation of Tiahuanaco. 

The degenerate Indians still living in the Tiahuanaco region 
believe they are not ordinary men but belong to a different ~ 
genus. Their language and physiognomy are quite different ~ 
from their Aymara neighbours; they claim to have lived . 
in the highlands before the Age of Darkness and remember — 
when the Sun reappeared; all have a superstitious reverence 
for those benign, giant statues in Tiahuanaco. These Indians 
call themselves Urus, meaning Men of Light, and claim — 
magical powers. Such a magic must work backwards, for it — 
is rumoured that the Uru men are completely enslaved by ~ 
their womenfolk, Amazons practising Voodoo witchcraft. 

The Urus of Tiahuanaco closely resemble that degenerate ~ 
Dropa tribe on the mountains between China and Tibet who — 
believe their ancestors were marooned there in ships from 
the skies. Professor Josef Schklovski affirms that. there exists 
a fantastic correspondence between the measurements made 
with the use of electromagnetic waves and the hieroglyphs — 
of the Gateway of the Sun. These strange sculptures have not 
ceased to occupy researchers, since American scientists be-— 
lieve they may represent ionic motors perhaps inherited from 
a vanished race most highly civilized. Did Spacemen visit —

High in the Andes not far from Nazca, on the plateau 

of Marcahuasi, Dr Daniel Ruzo in 1952 discovered a most 

remarkable assembly of giant sculptures representing human 
beings, animals and birds, notably a great lion and several 

condors, symbols of the Sun God. Many of the figures are 
only prominent when viewed from a certain angle, particularly 
in the sunlight. Two altars twelve feet high suggest that 
the prehistoric builders must have been Giants, perhaps those 
Giant Gods who, according to the Hunaca Indian legends, 
dwelt in the high places. Many carvings depict camels, lions, 
elephants, penguins, which as far as is known never existed 

in South America. Daniel Ruzo proved that they had been 
made by Giants twelve feet tall. The fantastic shapes have 
suffered erosion through possibly hundreds of thousands of 
years, yet even such vast age cannot obliterate the serenity 
of those noble faces. Like the statues on Easter Island, they 
radiate an aura of transcendent wisdom akin to the Sphinx, 
translating the soul to some far-gone era beyond our under- 
standing, when Earth was visited by Celestials, the Gods. 
Why such monoliths should be grouped thirteen thousand 
feet high in the Andes far from human habitation baffles 
our comprehension until we discover from aerial photographs 
that among these statues exist other figures visible only from 
the air. Cosmonauts in our own Space-capsules marvel at the 
extraordinary visibility of terrestrial objects seen from Space. | 
These strange figures, incomprehensible to us, may have had B 
meaningful significance as beacons for Spacemen. :

Inca theology reverenced the sky. Worship of the Sun 
and Moon 256 was expanded to include the Morning and 
Evening Stars (Venus), thunder, lightning and the rainbow, 
the heavenly bodies and celestial phenomena. American tradi- 
tions recall a cataclysm in far Antiquity before the capture 
of Luna, our present Moon, when Venus changed her colour, 

shape and course. Some cosmic intruder knocked Earth spin- 
ning into Space, spoiling its benevolent climate, lengthening 
the solar year and destroying the brilliant worldwide civiliza~ 
tion. Such calamity should have aroused fear of this silver 
planet, yet the Peruvians personified Venus as Chasca, a 
radiant youth with long and curling locks, an astounding 
evocation of Orthon, the Venusian allegedly. met by George 
Adamski. The Aztecs associated Venus with Quetzalcoatl, the 

Incas with Viracocha, probably agreeing with ancient peoples 
everywhere that the Teachers of Earth’s Golden Age winged 
down from Venus. Admittedly modern science doubts such 
belief: the American Mariner 2 suggested a surface tempera- 
ture of 700° c, but scientists of Johns Hopkins University 
are not wholly convinced and speculate on the presence of 
water-vapour with oceans surpassing Earth’s own seas. Some, 
Sensitives swear that Extraterrestrials materialize from an 
etherean Venus, a phenomenon which may not have baffied 
the Incas as much as it confounds us. Con the Thunder God 
was elevated with the Creator and the Sun in the Sacred 
Trinity (‘The Devil stole all he could!’ exclaimed the 
chronicler Herrera with righteous indignation in his great 
work Historia general de las Indias). In the Coriconcha at 
Cuzco a great image of the Thunder God was represented in 
human form wearing a head- dress which conceals~his faces 
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symbolic of clouds. He had his own temple, with sacred 
_ Tand. It is intriguing to equate Con with Indra, Zeus and Thor, 
_ brandishing thunderbolts. The veiling of the God’s face sug- 

gests Jehovah, on whose countenance not even the Prophets 
“dared look. Like Con, Jehovah was accompanied by thunders 
and lightnings with a Temple of his own; the early Jews as- 

sociated Jehovah with the pre-Christian Trinity; all these Gods 
may have represented Spacemen. Magnificent chapels at Cuzco 

were dedicated to Lightning and the Rainbow, personified as 
living beings, reminiscent of the Etruscans and the Greeks. 

_ Tris, Goddess of the Rainbow, was Messenger of the Gods; 
the rainbow symbolized a bridge, communication between 
Men on Earth and those wondrous Celestials in the sky. 
People all over the Ancient World personalized Thunder, 
Lightning and the Rainbow, a most startling conception unless 
such phenomena actually manifested with beings in human 

form, that is Spacemen. The ancient civilization of the 
~ Chavins at Cajamarca high in the Andes was noted for its 

great Tiger God, which in some mysterious fashion haunted 
the cosmology of the Peruvians about 1000 sc, significantly 
contemporary with Solomon, whose famous Temple according 
to tradition was built by ‘Angels’, possible Extraterrestrials. 
Through the ages, cats have been reputed to possess occult 
powers; there may be some affinity between the Tiger God of 
Peru and Bast, the Cat Goddess of Egypt. Why did those 
long-forgotten Chavins isolated in the lofty mountains erect 

_ asingle stone of white granite carved in low relief to represent 
a human figure with feline fangs, why did so many motives 

“on sculptures and pottery feature jaguars? Viracocha was 
also known as the Tiger or Jaguar God.25? This Culture Hero 
may have come from Atlantis or Babylon; like Quetzalcoatl 

he would have originated from Space. It is perhaps straining 

credulity to suppose that Kuti-Kunda, the Condor God carry- 

~ ing the Sun, represented a Spaceman, yet the conception of 

‘a God like a bird associated with the Sun does evoke Horus 

in his ‘Eye of Ra’, who now appears to have been a Space 

King. Mania-Cocha, the Fish God, was sometimes described 

like a whale. The same description could conceivably suit 

those uFos plunging into the Pacific then as they are said 

_ to do today. 
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The Incas worshipped consecrated objects termed ‘huacas’, 
unusual things found in Nature, especially stones fallen from 
the sky, just as the Mahommedans still venerate the ‘Kaaba’, 
the black meteorite at Mecca. The Peruvians worshipped a 
host of inferior Deities, elementals presiding over the winds, 
the air and mountains, nymphs in the rivers and dwarfs deep 
in the Earth, beliefs shared with the Tibetans, Chinese and 
Greeks. The Incas lived in a universe teeming with invisible 
entities hovering in the air mysteriously influencing the 
destinies of men, all strikingly similar to these sylphs so 
vividly described by Montfaucon de Villars in seventeenth- 
century France. Such supernatural beliefs, scoffed at in our 
scientific age, are slowly becoming respectable again, for 
students of UFOs now speculate that many strange Entities 
plaguing us today may be denizens of other dimensions. It 
is fascinating to learn that the Incas held a notion shared by 
philosophers in India and Greece that everything on Earth 
had its archetype or idea, its Mother, as they emphatically 
styled it, which they held sacred, as, in some sort, its spiritual 
essence.*58 This belief that all physical objects are concretions 
of spiritual archetypes existing in a Fifth Dimension 25 ig 
cherished by many advanced psychics today. It is certainly 
astonishing to discover that such esoteric wisdom links 
Initiates in old Peru with philosophers in Ancient Greece and 
ultra-modern thinkers today. 

Legend recalls that the first Inca, Manco Capac, and his 
wife, Mama-Collo, suddenly appeared at dawn on the sacred 
Lake Titicaca in the Andes, like Viracocha ages earlier, and 
announced to the marvelling people that they were Children 
of the Sun sent down by the Sun God to teach men civiliza- 
tion. Even today at Capacobana opposite the island of the 
Sun thousands of Indians during the month of August go in 
pilgrimage to the famous sanctuary where once landed the 
first Extraterrestrials who colonized South America. Reports 

. today persist in describing unknown Flying Saucers seen to 
dive and vanish without trace in the waters of Lake Titicaca, 
as though the Spacemen entered some. subterranean bases 
there. A most ancient tradition suggests that the original 
Manco Capac was. a white, blue-eyed Atlantean from Hy- 
Brazil who civilized the barbaric ancestors of the Peruvians. 
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One astonishing tale alleges that in the twelfth century an 
English sailor, young and handsome, was shipwrecked on 
_ the Pacific shore, though how he reached there is not revealed. 
_ The castaway waded ashore to be welcomed by a Prince who 
_ called him “Ingasman-Capac’ (‘handsome Englishman’). Later 
_ he became known as Inca~-Manco-Capac, founder of a dynasty 
_ of thirteen Incas ruling like God for about four hundred years 
until ill-fated Atahualpa was ignominiously garrotted by 
| Pizarro. 

The title ‘Inca’ meant ‘Of the Sun’ relating to ‘Inti’, the 
‘Sun God, significantly very similar to ‘Inda’ (pronounced 
\‘Engar’), the Sumerian Sun God. The erudite Harold T. 
| Wilkins 26° interprets an old chronicle in archaic Dutch, the 
| Oera Linda Boek, as mentioning a white Frisian mariner, 
| Inka, who in the Second Millennium sc, with his Argonauts 
| of Finns and Magyars, sailed from Heligoland over the West- 
| erm Ocean, never to be heard of again. Apparently there is

| panies. Like the Romans, the Peruvians fought with long, 
'metal-tipped spears, swords and deadly slings. The lack of 
Cavalry was compensated by the magnificent road-system, giv- 
ing the army swift mobility.

The Spaniards were dazzled most of all by their wonderful 
metalwork. The Peruvians not only wrought jewellery and 
jormaments with enchanting artistry but knew how to plate 
icopper with silver and gold, a technique since lost. The 
iincas did not consider gold to have any special intrinsic value 
sexcept for its obvious evocation of the Sun. That happy land 
dnad no gold currency, few imports, fewer exports, no balance

~ When his son and heir was born, the Inca had celebrated 27° 
his birth by the manufacture of a golden chain seven hundred 
‘feet in length, the links nearly as thick as a man’s wrist, so 
heavy that six hundred Indian chieftains could scarcely lift it. 

» The boy’s name, ‘Huascar’, meant ‘cable’. In Quito the vic- 
~ torious Inca married its Princess, a beautiful girl who died of 
"grief; he became very fond of their son, Atahualpa. Before 
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eal he divided his empire between Huascar, 3 
given Peru, and Atahualpa, bequeathed Quito. For. near 

and friendship, the ambitious Atahualpa aspired to the throne ne 
of the Incas, uniting all the empire under one rule.

_Atahualpa with 6,000 picked troops at Cajmarca. Completel: 
outnumbered, the Spaniards faced appalling danger. Fligh 
was suicide, attack most desperate.

invited Atahualpa to dinner. Fray Vicente de Valverde,

his father, Huayna-Capac. Like Montezuma, whom he never 

knew, Atahualpa foresaw his doom; he felt he was playing 
out his destined part. As prophesied long ago, the White 
‘Gods’ had returned, bringing to his country tribulation and 
to its ruler death. The Inca made forlorn attempts to 
ransom himself with fabulous treasure but could not placate 
the avaricious Spaniards, who brought him to mock trial’ and 
Sentenced him to be burned at the stake.

_ was bound to his funeral pyre Valverde promised that if at the 
last moment the Inca embraced Christianity, the Church in 

Her Mercy would change the mode of execution to garrotting, 
_ the punishment reserved in Spain for criminals. On 29 August 
1533 Atahualpa abjured his ancient religioh, accepted Chris- 
fianity and within the hour was choked to death. The 
chronicler Xerez wrote that Atahualpa ‘paid the penalty of 
his errors and cruelties, for he was the greatest butcher as 
all agreed, that the world ever saw.’ The ancient Land of 

the Incas, plundered and raped, was destined for more suffer- 

- ing from the Spaniards and their hideous Inquisition. 
- Since those golden empires of the Andes the Spacemen 

Must have watched this fabulous South America.

life is to people the Universe. Time is only relative, many 
stars may have had planets whose highly civilized peoples 

Visited Earth, then a virgin world, many million years ago. 
_ When the Bible states God created Man in His Image what 
precisely does it mean? What can be the Image of God, 
the Absolute, creating and sustaining the vast Universe with 

a parallel Universe- of anti-matter and many Universes of 

finer dimensions beyond our perception? If by God the 
- writers of Genesis meant a wondrous Being from the stars 
then primitive Man might have got the impression that 

their Celestial Teacher had created Man in human form 

‘just like himself.

_ Aeschylus, Sophocles, Euripides and Aristophanes honoured 
the Gods in their great plays as wondrous beings watching 
Over mankind, and frequently resolved their plots by a 
“Deus ex machina’, ‘God from the machine’, the sudden 

appearance of Apollo or Athena to pronounce divine judge- 
ment. Classical scholars, somewhat baffled, usually construed 
‘machine’ in this context as meaning the ‘visible Universe’, 
but it is tempting to interpret ‘God from the machine’ 
literally as an Extraterrestrial descending from a spaceship, 
especially as there is reason to suppose from the experience 

of Ezekiel and Daniel in Babylon, Aethalides and Epimenides 
in Greece, Romulus and Numa Pompilius in Rome and the 

Emperor Jimmu in Japan that in the sixth and séventh cen- 

furies BC Spacemen actually were manifesting on Earth.

‘in the West and account for those frequent visitations of the 

~ Gods recorded by the Red Indians, Aztecs and Incas, also 
the Spacemen haunting America today. Many Psychics con- 
firm the prophecies of Nostradamus that wars and cataclysms 
will ravage our Earth before this century ends, much of 
America will sink and Atlantis arise from the sea.
